	Resources – scarf, Bag, balloon, water, rope / string / wool, clothes pegs, fruit, drum / box, spoons, teddy / monkey toy

	Jack had a Granny and Granny had spots, great big purple ones lots and lots. 
You need the fruit of the flumflum tree, from the isle of Blowyernose. 

	-Make someone Granny by putting scarf on their head. 

	Granny came to the dock to see Jack, Stu and Rose off on their boat, she gave them a patchwork sack with balloons, rope, pegs, spoons and a drum. 
Jack said ‘what is the use of those?’ Granny said ‘ahh’ and tapped her nose.

	Explore the bag and objects, tap nose and say ‘ahh’.

	‘Sharks!’ cried Rose, ‘Lots!’ cried Stu, ‘They’ll gobble us, what shall we do?’
‘Don’t get your knickers in a twist’, said Jack, ‘lets look in the patchwork sack’
‘Balloons, they should do the trick, blow them up quick.’
The sharks went NIP and GNASH and the balloons went POP, SPLASH

	Feel in the bag, blow up balloon, listen to them as the air comes out, tap trays / table for pop, spray water for splash

	Then Stu fell out of the boat, ‘Help!’ cried Stu, ‘whatever will you do!’
‘Don’t get your knickers in a twist’, said Jack, ‘lets look in the patchwork sack’
The rope! that will do the trick, they heaved and they hauled and pulled Stu in.

	Reach in bag for rope/ string / wool, Use rope to pull between children

	They reached the Isle of Blowyernose and found the flumflum tree. 
‘Its tall, its smooth, whatever shall we do?’
‘Don’t get your knickers in a twist’, said Jack, ‘lets look in the patchwork sack’
‘The tent pegs, they should do the trick! Bang, bang, knock them in, climb the tree quick!’             Then they brought down the fruit of the flum flum tree.

	Reach in bag for pegs, feel them, tap them on trays / table, 
reach up to get and explore fruit

	‘A thief, A monkey! Whatever shall we do?’
‘Don’t get your knickers in a twist’, said Jack, ‘lets look in the patchwork sack’
[bookmark: _GoBack]‘The spoons and the drum, that should do the trick!’ The monkey came to listen to the tunes, put down the flum flum and grabbed the spoons
Act out Monkey / teddy, stealing fruit, find drum / box and spoons in bag, play drum and let monkey/ teddy join in, take back fruit

	They sailed back to Granny, who ate the flum flum fruit.
The spots disappeared and they all cheered!

	Act out ‘Granny’ eating the flum flum fruit and take spots off to cure her.
